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Vickie began her shagging around 1990 when she and her 
husband, after seeing shagging being performed at an outdoor 
festival, became interested in that style of dance. She took private 
lessons, but found what she was being taught was not the Carolina 
style of shag. Having been told about the Richmond Shag Club, she 
joined in 1990 and learned the Carolina Shag. From that point on, 
she excelled in her shagging and her involvement in the club, and 
the promotion of it in the community.  

 
Vicki and husband Ralph were the third couple from Virginia to become competitive Pro 
dancers in the Competitive Shag Association (CSA). Along the way, they accumulated 

many 2nd and 3rd placements in the many competitions in which they participated.  In 
addition, she (and Ralph) successfully competed in numerous other events, including:

Vicki has been a strong supporter of the Junior Shaggers. She developed junior shag 
classes through the Chesterfield County public school system. In addition, she was 
actively involved and volunteered during Junior S.O.S. held annually at North Myrtle 
Beach, SC.  Her proudest accomplishment was teaching her daughter, Amanda, how to 
shag and promoting Amanda's involvement in competitive shagging. This resulted in 

Amanda’s placing 1st in both the Junior I and II divisions (with different partners) in the 
National Shag Dance Championships held in North Myrtle Beach, SC.  Amanda was also 
on the National Shag Dance Team for two years. Obviously, Amanda's involvement 
required an active participation of her mom for a number of years not only for Amanda, 
but also in the events Amanda attended.
